Boldt’s Southern Operations Headquarters Earns LEED Certification; 

“Green” Building Sets Standard in Oklahoma
Oklahoma City, June 4, 2007 – The Southern Operations Headquarters of Boldt Construction Company, located at Hefner Road and the Broadway Extension in Oklahoma City, has become Oklahoma’s first privately-owned building to earn silver LEED certification by the U.S. Green Building Council. LEED stands for Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design.
Boldt formally opened its headquarters in October 2005 earning 36 LEED credits, the most of any LEED-rated building in Oklahoma. The LEED rating system is a voluntary third-party system where credits are earned for satisfying specified green building criteria within six environmental categories: Sustainable Sites, Water Efficiency, Energy and Atmosphere, Materials and Resources and Indoor Environmental Quality.  The LEED standard has been adopted nationwide by federal agencies, state and local governments and private businesses as the industry standard of measurement for green building.

“Boldt is to be congratulated for achieving LEED certification,” said Rick Fedrizzi, President, CEO and Founding Chair of the U.S. Green Building Council.  “The certification sends a message that Boldt cares about the health of the building’s users and employees.  Everyone’s comfort, safety and well-being will benefit from the fresh air and natural daylight.”

“When our Southern Operations headquarters opened in 2005, we set an example to other businesses across Oklahoma in the area of environmental and sustainable design,” said Jerry Ennis, president of Southern Operations. “To earn LEED certification is an honor because not many structures qualify for certification. It’s a tribute to the entire Boldt team and one we’re quite proud of.”

"Applying green principles to building and urban planning is sound environment and investment strategy," commented Miles Tolbert, Secretary of the Environment for the state of Oklahoma.  "I applaud Boldt's foresight in building a more conservation-minded and responsible structure.  I hope other companies will be inspired to do likewise."
 
“Oklahoma has been good to Boldt and while earning LEED certification is very special, our headquarters serves another important purpose – centralizing our southern United States business development activity which allows us to contribute to the growing corporate presence in Oklahoma City,” Ennis noted.

Ennis said constructing an environmentally sensitive building added approximately $275,000 however Boldt expects to receive that investment back in less than four years from utility savings.  “We’re enjoying the savings but most of all we’re excited about the tremendous work environment the building has created for our employees. It’s a building that simply makes you feel good.”  
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The Oklahoma City Southern Operations Headquarters houses Boldt’s construction activity for a 12-state region.   Notable Oklahoma  projects include the AT&T Bricktown Ballpark, north Bricktown Canal, MAPS for Kids Oklahoma City high schools, Douglass, U.S. Grant and John Marshall, Will Rogers World Airport expansion,  Moore Medical Center, National Weather Research Center at the University of Oklahoma, Conoco-Phillips Alumni Center at Oklahoma State University and Oklahoma State Fair Administrative offices.  

Ongoing projects include student housing renovation and construction of the College of Engineering Devon Energy Hall/Rawl Engineering Practice Facility at OU, renovation and expansion of the School of Architecture at OSU, new Southmoore High School, Will Rogers World Airport parking garage and Bricktown Hampton Inn hotel.
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
