Built to the highest standards of energy efficiency and sustainability, the Center employs some of the most innovative materials and systems ever integrated in commercial construction in the United States. The project received 61 of 61 points submitted (out of a possible 69), which is the highest point total yet recorded by the USGBC LEED rating system.
· St. Mary’s Hospital in Madison, Wisconsin. The renovation project included a 240,000 sq. ft. inpatient building with cardiac rehab, surgical suites, patient beds, a Helipad and skywalk. An 180,000 sq. ft. outpatient building with operating rooms and a main entry was part of it. The project included a significant amount of site demolition and waste recycling which the City of Madison is using as a model for developing a city ordinance on construction recycling.
Boldt also earned a top spot according to Modern Healthcare Magazine’s 2008 Construction and Design Survey. The firm was the only Wisconsin company to achieve top rankings and is the 16th largest construction management firm for the healthcare industry.
