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BOLDT BUILDS newest Habitat for Humanity home

Administrative team members sign up for front line construction duties

The Boldt Company is Wisconsin’s largest construction firm and now they’re lending their experts to construct the latest Habitat for Humanity home in record time. The home is Boldt’s first Habitat home and is scheduled for dedication August 25—it will be built about one month faster than typical construction timeframes. In addition to sponsoring this Habitat home, the firm is also dedicating skilled resources.

One full-time carpenter will be on site during construction and retired construction professionals will help lead the teams. “We worked with Habitat team members and felt that due to the construction background of our loaned professionals, we could shave some time off the typical building timeline,” said Jeff Johnson, vice president of human resources. 

Despite being one of the largest construction companies in the country, the volunteers who will build the holme are largely support staff. Team members from human resources, finance, information technologies, purchasing and marketing will be on hand for the first volunteer construction day on Thursday, July 10. 

The home at 1114 Taylor St. in Little Chute, is a 1,230 square foot building with four bedrooms and two bathrooms and is the future home of Sally Arnoldussen, a single mother from Kaukauna. One of Boldt’s recently retired project managers Keith Zimmerman, is coming out of retirement for this special project. Zimmerman logged 37 years managing commercial projects for Boldt but this is his first Habitat for Humanity project. 

“After listening to information at our corporate kick-off lunch I knew I was doing it for Sally’s family. They’re so deserving and every child needs a home they can call their own,” Zimmerman said.

Volunteer labor is used to build houses so costs are lower for Habitat families. Partner families pay a down payment and a monthly mortgage payment, but donated time and sponsorship from firms like the Boldt Company keep overall expenses low for the program. Boldt volunteer teams will be on the construction site through August 19.
