Boldt takes honors in four categories
The Boldt Company topped all Fox Valley construction firms winning four categories in the annual “2008 Build Wisconsin” awards presented by the Associated General Contractors (AGC) of Wisconsin. The trade association presents annual awards in multiple categories—the awards will be presented December 4 in Milwaukee.
The Associated General Contractors (AGC) of Wisconsin is the leading professional trade association for the commercial construction industry. The winning projects include LEED certified projects as well as renovations to existing buildings. “Being recognized for sustainable projects is rewarding, but our customers come from a range of industries so we’re happy to see innovative thinking on industrial, municipal and renovation projects recognized,” said The Boldt Company CEO Tom Boldt. 

The winning projects and categories are:

Environmental Excellence Aldo Leopold Legacy Center

The Aldo Leopold Legacy Center located in Baraboo, Wisconsin, received LEED® Platinum certification and one of the highest rankings yet awarded from the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) making it the greenest building in the world according to USBGC executives. The Aldo Leopold Legacy Center is the first “net zero energy” building in Wisconsin and the first carbon neutral building certified by LEED. The building’s annual energy demand is matched by the output of clean, renewable energy systems on site, resulting in a net zero energy budget. Construction management and LEED consultation were provided by The Boldt Company.

Design/Build - Renovation North Shore Golf Club

The renovation to the North Shore Golf Club in Menasha, Wisconsin included significant updates to the club’s 80-year old original building. The overall focus of the remodel project was to provide a more functional facility from an operations standpoint, while at the same time balancing the aesthetics of this historic building. Boldt designers were limited by working within the existing footprint, while still maintaining an accelerated schedule. The project included a complete remodel to the clubhouse’s west wing, a relocated and redesigned 19th Hole, men’s and women’s locker rooms, men’s and women’s restrooms, women’s vanity and lounge, and manager’s office / reception / work area. On the interior there were remodels of the porch, main dining room, tea room, main bar, ballroom, entry, and foyer. On the exterior there is a new entry vestibule treatment as well as a redesigned roof configuration over the porch area. 
Municipal Utility/Underground Construction City of Neenah Water Treatment Plant
Boldt performed modifications to an existing water plant while at the same time preforming selective demolition and new construction. Services included modifications to water intakes, water pump stations; and new construction on a solids basin, disinfection facilities, filters, and above ground storage. In the project, the city opted  to add ultraviolet light treatment (to control cryptosporidium and giardia), and is the first potable drinking water plant in Wisconsin to receive UltraViolet (UV) disinfection credit from the Wisconsin DNR. Accordingly, the plant has completed extensive testing to provide data required to allow regulatory certification of this trail blazing plant. Construction of the new facility was completed along the shore of Lake Winnebago without a single environmental issue. 

Heavy/Industrial/Warehouse Construction Dairyland Power Cooperative
Located in Genoa, Wisconsin, Genoa Unit #3 is a coal fueled plant owned by Dairyland Power, a provider of power across a four state territory in the Midwest. Boldt’s scope of work on the Genoa Station Unit #3 project included the baghouse, ductwork, ID fans and motors, electrical, piping, civil, and insulation. The site layout of the project presented a unique challenge as it was pinned between the Mississippi River’s edge and the existing plant, the baghouse and ductwork sits tightly in its constructed space. Crane meneuverability was limited and large duct sections were fabricated elsewhere and trucked in due to the conjested site. Genoa Unit #3’s tight layout, heavy crane work, and aggressive schedule required consistent coordination with the construction team members to execute project requirements.
